Mr. Charlie Bachmann, Assistant General Manager of Engineering provided an update on the project and provided that the project is scheduled to be complete in about two to four weeks.  The issue is the desire of the developers to be able to release homes for occupancy prior to the sewer being accepted by the District.  Their proposal is to provide temporary pumping from a manhole until such time as the sewer is complete.  District staff is prepared to execute an agreement allowing the temporary pumping which includes numerous failsafes to protect the District.  The Board had no objection to staff proceeding with the agreement.
