	PUBLIC COMMENTS

	

	
	Mr. Andy Domenigoni addressed the Board regarding his concerns pertaining to the three parcels of property (belonging to Monteleone’s, Shafer’s, and Domenigoni) on Pat Road and Leon Road next to Lennar and KB Developments.  He indicated that the issue is that KB Homes, with the realignment of Briggs Road, have raised their property 20 feet in order to follow sewer to the south at a point to make grade.  They were not notified of this high grade that caused them to be in a hole and left them with a tremendous problem with trying to get their sewer out to their property.  Lennar and RBF have been trying to accommodate, but the District cannot give sewer invert at this elevation because of the depth of the sewer line.

AGM Bachmann provided background information and response to Mr. Domenigoni’s concerns.  This street is a narrow street, and repairs would be difficult if needed.  We asked the developers to find a good location and we would accommodate a smaller lift station close to the development rather than a deep sewer running through the residential street.

General Manager Pack also recommended that Mr. Domenigoni and Joe Lewis meet to discuss further.

	Pipeline at the Pechanga:  There is a major road crossing that is required and we advised Pechanga to proceed with the crossing.  A permanent crossing has to be made under Rainbow Canyon Road and that road has two high pressure gas lines and two large fiber optic transmission lines.  Will need a permit or temporary alignment.  We advised Pechanga to have RBF proceed with the design and construction in order to get them the recycled water.  The road crossing is the major obstacle.

	Diana Lift Station:  Staff is evaluating the potential of locating a standby generator on the school site.  We are going to do a total evaluation of what the limiting factors are (to include capacity issues and vulnerability to spills in the area).
