	General Manager’s Report, provided by Tony Pack, followed by individual operational updates from the following:

Mike Luker, Assistant General Manager of Operations and Administration:

1. Staff was working on finalizing the Six-Day Shutdown; however, they do not have all the parts they needed to complete the work, so they will proceed after the parts are received.

2. We continue to discharge at the Temescal Wash at 40 MGD.  We are also going to fill up the San Jacinto treatment plant storage.  We will fill up the storage from the West over the next 30-60 days.

3. Biodiesel Project:  In about three weeks we should be able to get the 55-gallon drums.  Currently we can process up to 3-gallon drums per day.  The quality of oil is improving with the added heating around the drums (insulation).

Charlie Bachmann, Assistant General Manager of Engineering:
1. We are finalizing the Cactus Pump Station construction.  We will be taking water up to the Perris Valley Water Pipeline starting next week.
2. We will be opening bids this afternoon for the second phase of the Moreno Valley Secondary Clarifier Anaerobic Tertiary Treatment (SCATT) project.

Behrooz Mortazavi, Assistant General Manager of Resource Development:

1. We have been conducting town meetings with the City of Hemet and City of San Jacinto regarding tiered rates.
2. Last week staff attended a water subcommittee meeting for the City of Canyon Lake.
3. Water Supply Assessment (WSA):  We have one application in the que (100 acres in Riverside County area, cross of Nandina and Oleander), 180 AF demand.  We are waiting for the MWD March decision before we determine what we will do with the application.
Chuck Rathbone, Chief Financial Officer:

1. We started the budget process and provided the senior managers some preliminary numbers.
2. We are working on the Financial Plan, which spins off of the budget.

3. The G.O. Bonds will be presented at the next Board Administrative Committee meeting.

4. AIG:  We are protected as an agency.  We are looking into opportunities to see about paying it off, such as through SWAP, etc.  There is nothing that we need to do at this time.
