	General Manager’s Report, provided by Tony Pack (A handout of the report may be available upon request).  The General Manager’s Report was followed by individual operational updates.

Charlie Bachmann, Assistant General Manager of Engineering:

1. We had a meeting yesterday with the City of Murrieta Planning and Public Works Department.  The City is proposing some zoning change for multi-use for a professional office park.  
Mike Luker, Assistant General Manager of Operations and Maintenance:

1. Recycled Water System – we are currently averaging a demand of 31 MGD, which is significantly high for this time of year.  
2. Inflatable dam – Yesterday we began deflating the dam at the dissipater at Wasson Canyon.  Elsinore had asked us to keep it inflated but we are unable to grant this request under our agreement with the Riverside County Flood Control.
Behrooz Mortazavi, Assistant General Manager of Resource Development:

1. 1110.2 Rule – Our cost estimate to monitor is about $14 Million for five years.
2. We had a meeting with the cities for the Consultants, Attorneys and Managers (CAM).  We are getting close to finalizing the stipulated judgment.  
3. Behrooz attended a meeting last week in Sacramento.  There is a joint project between DWR and ACWA, to be launched on April 21.  This project is called, “Save Our Water”.  There are 25 individual campaigns throughout the state for water use efficiency programs, and the State is looking for a statewide program.  The governor’s three priorities are budget, economy, and water.  

Chuck Rathbone, Chief Financial Officer:
1. Tiered Rates – We have about 6,500 appeals.  We are receiving about 100 calls per day.  Most are related to the number of individuals in the household.  Most of the concerns were that the customers felt that they did not receive the information.
