	Charlie met with Juan Perez from the Riverside County Transportation regarding the two pipelines underneath Newport Road.  The property went through foreclosure and there were no bonds to cover the relocation of the project.  We have executed some oversizing agreements for water, sewer and recycled water that have been constructed.  The amount of the oversizing commitment is $1.3 Million and EMWD has been asked to use this amount to cover some of the relocation cost.  The Board directed the District’s Legal Counsel to review all the possibilities and alternatives.
