Ms. Green would like to ask the Board to consider a water rate discount for senior citizens who live in a senior citizens community.  Director Record directed staff to review this option and have it discussed during one of the Board committee meetings.  Director Sullivan explained the MWD rate increase that were imposed on Eastern Municipal Water District and how we took some measures so that we were able to reduce the pass through from 19 percent to 14 percent.

The work being conducted is pretty significant for the short amount of time (from February 8 through February 13).  They are also installing some chlorine diffusers on some of the lines.

	Regarding rebates:  MWD has about $4.6 Million for commercial and $6 Million for residential.  There are still some money (about $1 Million) left available for the residential rebate.

We had a CAM meeting on Monday.  One of the major issues that the group is working on is how to provide for agricultural producers to join in the program if they are not producing during the time frame.   
We have about 80 ag customers that have been receiving discounts on their water as long as they do not go over their allocation or they will pay penalty.  We have 16 accounts that are in the penalty zone.  We are in communication with these customers (monthly) to inform them where they are in their allocation.  Last year we had 13 accounts that were in the penalty zone, but it still cost them less to be at the discounted rate and pay the penalty, than what they would pay at the domestic rate.
